Eligibility:

PERSONS ARE ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE SERVICES IF THEY HAVE A VISUAL CONDITION WHICH MAY LEAD
TO BLINDNESSOR IF THEIR SIGHT IS SO DEFECTIVE THAT IT SERIOUSLY LIMITSTHEIR ABILITY TO
ENGAGE IN THE ORDINARY VOCATIONS AND ACTIVITIES OF LIFE. TYPICALLY, THIS MEANS PERSONS
WHO EXPERIENCE DIFFICULTIES IN VISUALLY PURSUING DAY -TO-DAY ACTIVITIES AND OBTAINING
EMPLOYMENT.
